!ACKGROUND" #OLE OF THE $BSERVER%

In Canada, and the world, it is uncommon to have a Deaf professor and Sign Language – 
Spoken Language interpreters working in a post-secondary setting. It is also worth noting that 
the interpreting is a practice profession wherein observing working professionals is vital for 
development in the field. Observers in this space will either be ASL-English interpreters (student 
or working professional) or members of the Deaf community. 

 

&XPECTATIONS OF $BSERVERS IN THE &VENT%

1. Your educational/professional experience is paramount. Therefor, observers have been 
asked not to have side conversations or engage in other distracting behaviours during 
the event. Observers have been asked to keep their video off and microphone muted 
during the event. 

2. Observers have been asked not to ask questions during the event and wait until after the 
event is finished.  

3. Information pertaining to the observation (meeting content, names of those present, etc.)
